Major Research Interests

My major research interest is health status, health quality and healthcare access in the developing world with an emphasis on Southeast Asia and other areas of the developing world. I have used the Andersen and Aday model of healthcare utilization to underscore gender and elderly stratification in utilization in underserved areas of Bangladesh. I want to study the effects of the AIDS epidemic on the ability of developing countries to deliver care to children, women, the aged and prisoners. Another area of interest is the ability of AIDS plagued countries to accomplish sustainable development. I have used surveys and helped to develop surveys.  I have a strong working knowledge of quantitative methods and analysis of survey data with expertise in Stata, SPSS, Excel and Powerpoint.

A second area of interest is social theory.  I would like to develop a 21st century synthesis of disparate aspects of medical social theory using interactionist, social network and postmodern principles. I will focus on the theory of medical sociology. Further, the topic of social roles in interactionist theory has not been well explored. I would use Goffman’s dramaturgical approach to discuss small group dynamics and role attribution in a book format.

A third research interest is the physician workforce in the US.  Physicians are leaving the workforce in record numbers.  My work would evaluate the effects of physician turnover on access to care and quality of care provided for the disadvantaged.

A fourth area of interest is the study and teaching of the sociology of law and forensic science and its relation to criminal procedure and outcome bias in criminal proceedings.

 I would like to study the burden of infectious disease in the nation’s prisons as it relates to the health of the general population and our ability to adequately care for prisoners.
