Course Description:  This course is designed to supplement the SOCY 1001 lecture material. As the recitation instructor I will provide greater clarity to the issues and/or material that is presented in the larger lecture classes, as well as the supplementary readings. The overarching objective of the recitation class is to cultivate your sociological imagination, by providing real-life applicability to the material we will cover in lecture. Keeping with this aim, I will tailor our class (1) to increase understanding of the content that is covered in lecture and (2) to make the material relevant to the world around you.

Course Readings:  Required Text-The Real World: An Introduction to Sociology by Kerry Ferris and Jill Stein and supplemental readings on CULearn

Attendance: Attendance will be taken daily. You are allowed two absences (excused or unexcused) throughout the course of our recitation schedule. Each absence beyond that will result in a three-point deduction from your attendance grade. 

Participation and Preparation: Because this class is meant to help you better understand the material covered in the larger lectures, your participation is important in the learning process. Your participation grade will be made up of small group work, and your participation in classroom discussion. In addition to this, your participation grade will be dependent on your behavior in the classroom. We will cover a number of potentially sensitive subject areas throughout this course and while I encourage everyone to think independently and critically, I expect you to maintain a courteous and respectful classroom environment. The behavior component of your participation grade will also include you showing up to class on time, being attentive in class, and respecting the floor when others are talking.

I value your input, your ideas and your contributions in the classroom setting. I will work to create a climate that is conducive to your participation and foster your personal interests in sociology. I will treat your contributions with respect and expect you to do the same for your classmates and instructor.

It is vital to your success that you read everyday, attend class everyday, take good notes, and ask questions. I will not remind you of missed assignments, notes, handouts, or any other matters. If you must miss a recitation then it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. If you need handouts or other materials than I will expect you to contact me to get them.

We will frequently engage with the online and supplementary readings so make sure you are up to date with these readings as well.
