Overview:

The format of each recitation session will evolve over the semester to meet the needs of the students and cultivate better understanding of class material. Students are expected to read required material prior to class and be prepared for group discussion, small group work, and/or concept applications. The recitation sessions will better prepare you for tests, inform you for writing assignments, and challenge your conceptualization of gender.
Expectations for Behavior and Conduct

· Attending recitation is paramount. Ten percent of your grade depends on participation in recitations and lecture, if you are not in class you will not be able to contribute. 

· No distractions. Texting during class is unacceptable. Laptops are not permitted in class unless a documented disability requires you to use one.
· Turn off your cell phone. If it rings, I will stop class and wait until you turn it off. 
· Do not be late. 
· Bring the readings for each week to recitation.

· If I am using the recitation time to lecture, you should be taking notes. Material covered in recitation will appear on the exams. 
· If and when there is discussion or inquiry about the chapter material, do not proceed to whine, snicker, glare, spit, throw objects, or bad mouth your peers. Some of the material may be uncomfortable, however you should only attack or disagree with ideas, theories, and research findings from the texts. Do not attack other students. You are expected to refrain from making derogatory comments dealing with differences of race, religion, gender differences, sexual orientation, and other potentially sensitive issues.

Grading:

Ten percent of your grade consists of your participation in recitation and class. In recitation, this may include:
· Quizzes: I may decide (if there is a lack of discussion) to quiz students over the reading. Quizzes will not be announced prior to class.
· Media Analysis: I will attempt to incorporate some media into our discussions (video, adds, etc.). Students will be required to participate in relevant discussion or write reflection responses. 
· Group Work: During the semester I will place students into small groups to discuss concepts, chapters, and answer questions. Your active participation in these groups will be monitored.
· Response Papers: Occasionally, I may ask you to write about the material, incorporating your own experiences and applying concepts to your reality. 
· Overall Participation: Contribute to the class when we discuss material. Listen when the instructor lectures. Attend class. 
· Visits Recommended: I encourage students to visit me in my office for any reason. Engaging in dialog outside the classroom may help you understand concepts, and help me understand you. I have office hours every week and enjoy visitors.
