Recitation Objectives:

· To measure student comprehension of ideas from lectures and texts and to clarify or elaborate when appropriate.  

· To ensure all knowledge that students will be tested on is covered and reviewed if needed.

· To encourage critical evaluation of the classical theorists so that students can articulate specific agreements or disagreements with ideas discussed throughout the course.

· To demonstrate the relevance of the classical theorists to social life today by using their theories to make sense of contemporary society. 

TA Policies:

1) No laptop, cell-phone, iPod usage permitted in recitations (for exceptions with laptops for note-taking, must ask me).

2) Enrollment is controlled by the registration computer-system, so please do not bring override requests to me.

3) Always bring the relevant textbook for that week to recitations unless I tell you otherwise. We will frequently do textual interpretation & analysis during the recitation.

4) Points will be deducted from late response papers (see below), and will not be accepted starting a week after the due date.

5) I cannot allow students to make-up a recitation by attending another at a different time that week—it will count as an absence if done; please do not ask me otherwise.

6) All absences are tallied up for each student at the end of the semester to calculate how your attendance affects your final grade (see main syllabus). For better consideration, please e-mail me in advance of the expected absence (for both missed lectures and/or recitations), but only for legitimate reasons: medical emergency, bereavement, religious holiday, sports team. If you have a doctor’s note or a sports team letter, please give me a copy during recitations. If your absence is unexcused, please do not e-mail me about it.

7) If you are absent, kindly ask another student for notes (do not ask me what you missed).

Recitation Grade: 10% of your final grade consists of three short Recitation Response Papers. Each one should be approximately one-page, single-spaced and typed (with 1-inch margins). The main purpose of the response papers is for you to show me that you are doing the assigned readings and that you can think theoretically about society. That said, I will provide fairly open-ended prompts that give you the freedom to express and articulate your personal reaction to the classical theorists. These prompts will be posted on CULearn, however, you need to turn in a hard copy of your response paper during the recitation that it is due. My grading of the response papers will be based on two things: i. evidence that you have read the assigned text and can engage with the ideas; ii. clear, grammatically correct communication of your thoughts.
