Recitation Description: The purpose of this recitation is to supplement the SOCY 1004 class lecture.  My job as an instructor is to provide you greater clarity on the concepts of deviance in society through the sociological lens.  The goal of this course is to (1) create critical thinking skills (2) clarify content of class lectures and (3) make sociology of deviance relevant in order for you to make connections from sociology to real life.  Finally, this recitation serves to evaluate participation, attendance, assignments, quizzes, and in-class work.  When we cover potentially sensitive subjects please be courteous to all in the class. 
Attendance/Participation:

I will not take attendance in recitations. I believe it is cumbersome, but more importantly, I believe in taking personal responsibility for your college career. Missing recitation will be absolutely detrimental to your grade. Since this recitation is meant to help you better understand the material covered in the larger lectures, your participation is important in the learning process. Your participation grade is made up of in-class assignments, group work, participation in discussions, and your classroom behavior.  This leeway is granted because everyone has personal lives that take priority, however, this class is not an online class, and if you cannot come to recitation on a regular basis, you should not be taking this course.  Plan ahead and choose your absences wisely. If you miss 2 out of the first 3 recitations you may be dropped from the recitation, as there is a waitlist of students.  
Readings:

The readings in this class consist of the chapters Dr. Watterworth assigned on his syllabus, and any readings I give you for this recitation.  It is your responsibility to read the required chapters at your own pace, if you do not read until the night before, you will have a very difficult time passing exams, quizzes, or participating in recitations. HINT: There will be a heavy load of reading in the beginning of this course. Do not get bogged down with the fine details of each chapter. Half of each main exam will be composed of reading-related questions. These questions will focus on the general point of each chapter. In the beginning, I will attempt to guide you all in the art of capturing the main theme of each chapter without being consumed by small details. Additionally, the in-class quizzes and written assignments will primarily focus on reading-related materials. See below for more details on quizzes and written assignments.
In-class work and quizzes:

During recitation, you will be given in-class work, in-class group work, and quizzes.  When absent, in-class group work/assignments, and participation cannot be made up, as these require groups and/or the entire class. The format of in-class quizzes will be multiple choice and short answers.  In-class quizzes are not to be made up without proper documentation of your absence, and you only have one week to provide this documentation as well as make up the quiz.  The make-up quizzes will not be the same questions as the in-class quiz, and the quiz will also contain more difficult questions. 

Written Assignments:

You have 5 short written assignments in this class.  These written assignments must be turned in at the beginning of your recitation.  Each written assignment is to be no more than 500 words in length, which translates into no more than 2 pages double-spaced. You must use 12 point font in Arial or Times New Roman. Any words after 500 words will not be graded.  The written assignments will be given to you at least one week before they are due. When I hand out the assignment, I will also include a grading rubric to give you clear direction in how to approach your paper so as to optimize your score.
NOTE: Review all plagiarism and ASA format handouts on CULearn.  If you choose to use other peoples’ ideas/quotes, you are responsible for proper citations and ASA format.  Improper usage is cheating, will not be tolerated, and will be dealt with very seriously, which may result in failure of the class.  

Written Assignment Policies:
Late work is not accepted.  Written work is due at the beginning of your recitation. Your completed paper must be typed; no handwritten assignments will be accepted. Do not wait until the last minute to write your assignments.  Do not turn work in via my mail box, desk, or the sociology office, this work will not be graded.  Do not email me assignments, this work will not be graded.  If you fall ill the morning of your recitation, and you have not written your assignment yet, that is your fault for waiting until the last minute to write your assignment,  and this is not an acceptable excuse.  Only if serious circumstances come into play may lateness be considered, even so, in this case, you must come speak with me at least 24 hours in advance.
My Policies:

1. Your recitation number (e.g. 205, 210, or 215) must be on all assignments/quizzes/exams.
2. You are responsible for all recitation notes, materials, announcements, and syllabus instructions.  If you miss a class, you are responsible for all missed material.  You need to contact your classmates for any missed information, and I will give you ample opportunity in the first recitation to network with your peers.  Do not email me with “I missed class today, can you tell me if I missed anything important…” PowerPoints are not posted online, these are a privilege for the students who come to class, and are not to be taken out of context when read.  If you miss a PowerPoint, it is your responsibility to get notes from your classmates.
3. No cell phones, text messaging, or iphone internet. You may have points deducted from your participation grade if this rule is violated.

4. Laptops are NOT allowed in recitation. 

5.  In the case of inappropriate behavior, I reserve the right to ask students to leave the classroom. 
6. Keep all returned graded work/exams, students are responsible for providing proof of any grade disputes.  It is the student’s responsibility to pick up their work/exams during recitation or office hours.
