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Course Description: 
 This course provides an introduction to basic concepts as used in the discipline of sociology.  Sociology is the systematic study of human behavior and social interaction, and what you will learn in this class will provide you with a new way of looking at and analyzing the modern world.  In this class, we will use key sociological concepts, terms, and theoretical perspectives to help you develop a critical eye toward examining and interacting with your social world.  In addition to gaining knowledge in key concepts and theories in sociology, we will also work to form a safe and productive learning community within the larger group and in smaller recitation sections.

Expectations:
   You are responsible for all material presented in class, in the textbook, and in the recitation readings assigned in your recitation reader.  In class, I will actively work to help us to form a comfortable learning community where all participants can feel connected to the larger group.  Please be respectful of your fellow classmates and do not disrupt anyone’s ability to learn: please do not arrive late, leave early without prior permission from me, talk “off topic” during class, or engage in any other behavior that is distracting or disrespectful to others.   For those of you who plan to use laptops during class, you will need to sit in the front two rows of the classroom.


Make-ups:  All exams must be taken on the day and time that they are scheduled unless an excused absence has been arranged or some extenuating circumstance arises.  The final exam is required and you must take it on the day and time it is scheduled.  The final exam cannot be taken early or late: any student who fails to take the final exam will fail the course.  Please carefully examine the calendar provided for this course: if you find that you have a scheduling conflict that may result in your missing one of the course exams, you may want to consider dropping the course (come talk to me ASAP).  
Attendance:  As this class meets for only fifty minutes at a time, we will have a lot to do each day.  I believe the best way to earn a good grade in any course is to read the material before class and attend class regularly.  To reward students who demonstrate commitment to the course by reading, attending, and participating in class, I include attendance and participation as a component of your overall course grade in this class.  

Attendance will be taken in lecture through the use of clicker questions during class. An attendance and participation score (8% of your overall grade) will be assessed through your total number of clicker points at the end of the course.  To account for any problems with clicker use (e.g. left at home, dead batteries), I drop 10% of the total clicker points available in lecture “off the top” at the end of the course (e.g. if there are 100 possible points, I will calculate your score out of 90 points).  Also, there are a few in-class assignments in lecture (e.g. learning goal evaluations) that also count towards your grade in this class.  Be sure to attend all class days on which these assignments are collected, as no provision will be made for making up points should you miss a class in which learning goal assessments are completed (excepting sickness with a doctor’s note).

Attendance in Recitation Sections:  You are required to attend a weekly recitation for this class, and you must attend the recitation section that you are enrolled in each week.  Attendance will be taken in recitation through the use of a weekly attendance sheet, which you will sign each time you attend your recitation section.  You are permitted one excused absence from your recitation in this class.  This means that you may miss recitation one time and have it not harm your grade.  An excused absence from recitation is arranged by email, prior to missing class, with the teaching assistant.  To use your excused absence, you must email the TA in advance of missing class, and then she will mark you down as having used your one excused absence for the semester.

Note:   The excused absence policy is designed to teach you to notify the TA in advance of missing class.  If you plan to miss class and tell your TA in recitation but forget to email her about it, your absence will not be considered excused.  Also, you may not use your excused absence retroactively;  you must email your TA before you miss the actual recitation date in order to use your excused absence.  If you are sick and cannot make it to your email, you may bring a doctor’s note when you return to recitation and you will be allowed to make up the work due on the day you missed.  If you use an excused absence during a recitation in which a paper assignment is due, you will need to bring the assignment with you to class the following week when you return. 
Laptop Etiquette:  Recitations are designed for conceptual application in smaller group settings.  You may use a laptop to take notes in lecture in this class, but laptops are not permitted in recitation sections.  If you choose to use a laptop during lecture, you will need to sit in the first two rows of the lecture hall.  Also, please take care NOT to access your email, chat rooms, online games, baseball stats, or anything else on your laptop during lecture.  These activities can be really distracting for those sitting behind you.  Each semester, I ask those sitting behind the laptop users to notify me if they are distracted during lecture by the laptop activities of others: so be aware.  If you are found to be distracting others with your laptop use, you will be required to take notes by hand.

Cultivate critical consumers.

Mechanisms for assessment:

I. 
Identify various ways in which sociological concepts are practical: useful for understanding the experiences you have in your work and/or personal life.

II.
Gain sufficient practice at identifying and evaluating claims made in contemporary video, media and advertising formats, and occasional handouts.

4)
Help you to get excited about Sociology, because it often helps 

individuals to see the hidden social and/or behavioral patterns that shape their expectations and choices with regard to social behavior.  

Mechanisms for assessment:

I.
Develop the understanding that behavior within social interaction is regularly shaped by social norms and the expectations (for behavior) that they create. 

II.
Learn that engaging with sociological concepts can help you to better understand your individual place in society, and the social roles likely to be assigned to you.

Exams

The exams in this course (100 points each) will consist of multiple choice, true/false, fill in the blank, and single sentence response questions.  Feel free to come to office hours (for an hour after class, Mondays & Wednesdays) to review material before exams.  Office hours exist for your benefit, so please consider using this time to discuss course concepts (i.e. you don’t have to come with a specific question).

Assessment of Progress toward Learning Goals

Once during this course we will evaluate how well you all believe that we as a learning community are achieving the goals of the course.  This assignment allows us to assess how well the course is going and to make any improvements needed during the semester.  Learning goal evaluations are completed in class on Wed, 3/3; so be sure to attend that day.  I will provide instructions & we will spend about 20 minutes evaluating goals.  
Recitation Paper Assignments:

Please be sure to carefully PROOFREAD each of your papers in this class:  One of our community learning goals is to encourage strong written presentation in this course, so pay careful attention to spelling, grammar, written presentation, etc. on your papers.

Recitation Paper 1: Reflections on College Hook-Up Culture


(1 pg.)


In this first paper, you will use terms and concepts from the course to reflect on the state of dating and hooking up by young adults in the contemporary United States.  In your one-page response (TNR, 1 ½ spacing), you must use at least three terms, theories, or concepts as you reflect on this topic.  Please bold the terms that you use in the paper.  You may draw from your own experience/s in your analysis, but you must give a sociological analysis of the topic at hand.

To strengthen this paper:  Consider using the three levels of analysis in your discussion of why young adults may be more or less prone to “hooking up” now than in the past.

Caution:  Do not overuse “I” or “me” in this paper, you are analyzing, not telling a story.

Recitation Paper 2: Critical Observation of Children’s Toy Aisles

(1 pg.)


In this second paper, you will collect observation data by going to the children’s toy aisle/s of a local store and writing about what you see there.  Choose a store that sells children’s toys in your local area (it can be a small business or Wal-Mart; you will choose your own site) and then take observation notes on the nature of the types of advertising used to sell toys to children in the contemporary United States.  In your notes, you should pay attention to the types of advertisements used to sell toys to boys and girls (e.g. colors, shapes, textures, words, pictures), as well as the actual toys being sold.  Be sure to use and bold at least three sociological terms in your paper. 

To strengthen this paper:  Consider using the article you are reading for recitation this week to support your claims, and/or compare the toys that are currently being sold to the kinds of toys you remember from your own childhood.

Recitation Paper 3: Images of Women and Men in the Media


(2 pgs.)

For this third paper, you will collect research data from advertisements to engage in a form of sociological research called content analysis. Select four full-color magazine (or online) advertisements that include photos of people.  (continued…)

One Ad should depict a woman, one should show a man, and two Ads should show women and men interacting together.  Cut these ads out of the magazine (or print them out from the web, but if you do, please make sure they are readable) and turn them in stapled to the back of your paper.  In your response, answer each of the following questions in one paragraph: 

1.   How are men and women portrayed in these advertisements?  Point out similarities and differences in the ways the two genders are portrayed in each Ad.

2.   How do women and men interact in the advertisements?  Address some factors such as sexuality, strength, touch, dominance, posture, facial expression, & clothing.

3.   As a thought experiment, reverse the positions of the women and men in each advertisement.  What unspoken rules are violated when their roles are reversed, and/or how would the Ads’ messages about each gender change?
Recitation Paper 4:  Who does the housework?



(2 pgs.)

For this last recitation paper, you will administer a short survey about housework to 

a married or cohabiting mixed-sex couple who lives together.  You may choose your parents or any other couple that you know fairly well, but it is important that they live together in the same household since you will analyze how they share housework duties.  The survey can be administered on the phone or in person, but it should be administered verbally in the form of a short interview (not just handed to the respondents to be filled out).  You should read the questions to each respondent and record their answers.  Be sure to interview them separately so their answers are not affected by each other’s responses.  You will administer the same survey twice, once for each member of the couple, recording your data as you go.  First, read the survey pages that you will use to conduct the interview carefully (the survey is attached to the end of this syllabus).  Then, read the questions aloud to yourself before administering the survey to your respondents (to get a sense of the ordering and “flow” of the questions you will be using in the interview).  After you administer the survey, calculate each person’s total number of hours spent on housework, on paid work, and in total, as specified in the survey sheets included at the end of this syllabus packet.  You will turn in a hard copy of the survey sheets, filled out, stapled to the back of your two-page written analysis of the data.  In your paper, answer each of the following questions, in one paragraph per question:

1.  How well do your respondents’ perceptions of who does more housework (as indicated in Question 5) match the actual numbers?  Which member of the couple has a more accurate perception of the distribution of housework?  Why do you think this person has a more realistic perception of the situation?

2.  Which member of the couple thinks that the housework situation is less fair (use the answer in Question 6)?  Why do you think this person is less satisfied with the balance of household duties?  Or are they both satisfied, and if so, why do you think this is?

3.  How does the man’s definition of housework (on Question 8) differ from the woman’s definition?  For example, is one person’s definition broader?  In general, how do you think the way a person defines housework is related to the tasks that they do?
