Attendance: Each absence will result in a three point deduction from your Attendance grade.  NOTE: If you miss two of the first three recitations you will be dropped from the recitation course.

Presentation and Participation: Students will be randomly assigned into small groups early in the semester.  They will be responsible for picking a topic of their choice on sexuality and developing a presentation, with some sort of visual aid, which relates their topic to class concepts.  Presentations are not only to develop effective presenting skills, but they will allow for students to have a more active role in what they learn.  When it is not your presentation day, you are still expected to attend class and contribute to the post-presentation discussions – being an active audience member is just as important to your grade as being a good presenter.

Because this class is meant to help you better understand the covered material, your active participation is important in achieving the objectives of this recitation course.  Your participation grade will be made up of small group work, participation in classroom discussions and discussions following presentations, and your behavior in the classroom.  We will cover a number of potentially sensitive subject areas throughout this course, and while you are encouraged to think independently and critically, we must maintain a courteous and respectful classroom environment.

To adequately participate in classroom discussions, it is essential that you stay current with the readings listed on Dr. Walden’s syllabus.  The readings are to be completed before you come to the recitation course.  We will many times engage with the online and supplementary readings so make sure you are up to date with these readings, as well as those from the book.
