    Description: The purpose of the labs is to supplement Professor Adler’s lectures by providing   

students the opportunity to discuss and further explore materials from the reader in a small class setting. We will spend time highlighting significant points from the reader in class and students will  also have opportunities to complete assignments and have discussions centered around course material. Due to the nature of the class, we will be discussing controversial issues over the course of 
     the semester. While it is appropriate to disagree with ideas that come up in class, it is inappropriate 
     to personally attack others for their opinions. In order to get the most out of the class, all students 
     must feel safe enough to express their thoughts. Insensitive or mean-spirited comments based on 
     race, ethnicity, gender, class, sexual orientation, religion, ideas or beliefs will not be tolerated.  


General Classroom Policies
1. Use of Classroom Time

Because of the large amount of material we will cover in each class, we must begin class on time each day and use the entire class period to review material. You must come to class prepared to take notes and having read the assigned readings for the week (which can be found on Professor Adler’s website- listed on top of this page). Please refrain from playing with cell phones at any time during class. I will allow you to use laptops in class for note-taking, but just know that if you are distracting to other students, I reserve the right to take away this privilege.
2. Reading Lists
Lists of relevant concepts and important terms to be discussed in each week’s lab are available on-
line at Patti’s website, http://spot.colorado.edu/~adler.  You are required to print these lists out 
each week before lab and use them as outlines to take notes as we discuss the chapters during 
lab.  I also strongly encourage you to print out these lists and use them as guidelines when reading 
assigned chapters from Constructions of Deviance. You can access the lists by going to Patti’s 
website, clicking on “Deviance,” and then clicking on “Reading Lists.”

Grading Policies
Lab is worth 25% of your final grade (equal in weight to one exam). The lab grades will be curved consistent with the overall Deviance course structure. The scoring breaks down as follows: Total Lab Percentages: 1/3+1/3+1/3= 3/3 = 100 percent. I will calculate the recitation grade on a weighted scale, but follow the general structure: 100- 90 = A-range, 89-80 = B-range, 79-70 = C-range, 69-60 = D-range, and 59-0 = F.
1) Attendance: Taken each week at the beginning of class (see policy above). 1/3 of grade (33.3%)

2) Quizzes: There will be 5 pop quizzes throughout the semester. These will focus on material from the assigned readings for the day. Each is worth 5 points. There will be no make-ups for missed quizzes. The lowest quiz grade will be dropped. 1/3 of grade (33.3%)

3) Participation and in-class discussion: At the end of the semester, I will calculate a discussion grade that represents your level of active participation in class discussions, including asking/answering questions. You have to be in attendance and have completed the readings in order to receive participation credit. In general, discussion will be graded C- or higher; however, if your participation has been detrimental to the class or consistently disruptive, I reserve the right to give you a discussion grade in the D or F range. If you are someone who does not like to speak up in class for whatever reason, you must demonstrate to me that you are actively engaging with the materials some way. For example, you can send me an article pertaining to the class (and explaining why/how it pertains), visit me during office hours with relevant questions, etc. 1/3 of grade (33.3%)
This syllabus is a contract between the teaching assistant and the class. By staying in the class, I assume you have read the syllabus and agree to abide by its guidelines.
