TESTS (300):  There will be 4 tests. Each test is worth 100 points. Tests will consist of 50 multiple-choice and/or true-false questions; worth two points each, from the assigned reading and lecture. 

Tests 1-3 are required and Test 4 is optional. Test 4 will be a 50-question exam that covers all material presented throughout the semester from the assigned readings and lecture. 

Bring a #2 pencil to each exam.

There are no make-up exams. If you miss Test 1, 2, or 3, you must take Test 4. If you take all 4 tests, your grade will be based on a separate scale that is shown at the end of the syllabus. 

Exam dates for Tests 1-3 are February 10 (Thursday), March 17 (Thursday), and April 21 (Thursday). Exam dates for Test 4 are:

EXTRA CREDIT: Students who actively participate in class discussion (by talking on the topic) can slightly improve their grade, for example from a C+ to a B-. There is no other extra credit work.
Papers (20 points).  In lieu of class during the week of the World Affairs Conference, April 4-8, you are required to attend 2 sessions of the World Affairs Conference and write a 1-page paper commenting on each session. Each paper is worth 10 points. Papers must be typed and are due in class on April 12. Papers submitted on April 12 over the Internet will receive half credit (10 points total for 2 papers). No papers will be accepted after April 12.
