Required Texts/Materials:

Adler & Adler. Custom Edition 8E Fall 2011. Constructions of Deviance.

Each student is also required to bring six exam blue books to lab by the end of the fourth week of class and hand them in to your ATA. These will be used at the exam sessions.

Goals of Lab:

Labs are designed to supplement Dr. Adler’s lectures by providing students the opportunity to further explore the concepts in a smaller class setting. Labs are discussion-based and will draw heavily from the assigned reading. We will emphasize application of the concepts, which will help you prepare for exams.

Respect: 

Given that this class is devoted to the discussion of “deviant” attitudes and behaviors, we will deal with many controversial issues over the course of this semester. Naturally, many of us will differ in our perspectives on these issues, and thus, a commitment to mutual respect is crucial. Our success in this course is significantly affected by the quality of the classroom environment we collectively create. A respectful classroom environment will facilitate more lively discussions and in turn result in a richer learning experience for all of us.
Additionally, we (myself and your ATAs) expect you to respect the use of classroom time: Be on time, be prepared, and be present for the entire fifty minutes. We will talk more in class about what “respect” and “being present” mean in the context of this course.

These lists are organized by date and correspond to your reading assignments for each class. It is strongly recommended that you print these lists out each week before lab and use them as outlines to take notes. I also encourage you to print out these lists and use them as guidelines when reading assigned chapters from Constructions of Deviance.

Attendance:

We will be taking attendance at the beginning of each lab. Points from your attendance and participation grade will be deducted if you miss class. If you have a legitimate reason for being absent, it is your responsibility to contact me prior to lab. You may be able to receive credit for a missed lab by 1) attending another section of my class, or, if that is not possible 2) attending a lab run by another TA. Please contact me (and if applicable, the other TA whose class you would like to attend) prior to doing this, so that you will be assured credit. If you do attend a lab section with another TA, you will need to write out a statement including the date and time of the lab you attended and have the TA sign this. You will only receive credit if you turn this note in to me by our scheduled lab time the following week.  
Grading Policy: 

Lab is worth 24% of your overall course grade (equal in weight to one exam). The lab grades will be curved consistent with the overall Deviance course structure. Your lab grade will be based on 3 components each worth 1/3 of your lab grade or 8% of your total course grade.
1) Attendance: Taken each week at the beginning of class (see policy above). 

2) Assignments and Pop-Quizzes: There will be a minimum of 5 assignments (in or out of class) and pop-quizzes throughout the semester. These will focus on material from the assigned readings for the day. There will be no make-up quizzes or assignments. 

3) Participation and in-class discussion: At the end of the semester, I will calculate a discussion grade that represents your level of active participation in class discussions, including asking/answering questions and constructively sharing thoughts/comments. You have to be in attendance and have completed the readings in order to receive participation credit. Because there is no discussion or attendance grade in lecture, active participation is required in order to earn a high grade in labs. 
Extra Credit
There is no extra credit assigned in this lab. You do however have an extra credit assignment opportunity for the overall course (see course syllabus: Norm Violation Paper).
