Description

The purpose of this recitation is to provide an opportunity for students to actively engage in the material discussed in lecture and readings. It is imperative that you come to class having read and thought about the material. Most importantly, you should be prepared to work in small groups and encourage discussion among your fellow classmates. 

Attendance and Participation

Attendance in recitation is required and will affect your overall grade. Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class, so be on time. Being consistently late will also impact your overall grade. If you miss class, you are responsible for getting notes and assignments from a classmate. If you know in advance that you have to miss a recitation when you are due to give an oral presentation, it is your responsibility to switch weeks with another group member; otherwise, you will not be able to “make up” your presentation.  If you have any questions regarding this policy, please bring them to my attention immediately.
Participation in recitation is crucial. Recitation is not only a time to address questions that you have about the reading and lecture material, it will also be an opportunity to learn new material that WILL show up on the midterm and final exam. Your participation grade will be determined based on your attendance, your participation in small group discussions AND your participation in whole-recitation discussions.

**As part of your participation grade each student must schedule a 3-5 minute meeting with me within the first three weeks of class. Students will sign up in recitation for meeting times during my office hours or at another scheduled time. 
Assignments and Grades

Research Portfolio and Small Group Presentations: Five weeks out of the semester will be focused on your research projects. Research projects are due in recitation on the dates specified in your course syllabus. For these weeks you should plan to complete your research project and be prepared to give a five-minute informal presentation of your findings to your group members. Plan on spending a few minutes describing your data, but remember to focus more time on what you learned and how it relates to class.

Group Presentation: Once during the semester your group will give a 10-minute presentation to the class. This presentation will be graded on your group’s ability to connect the given topic with class concepts and fieldwork experience.  You should plan to meet outside of class to prepare. Groups will present on their recitation days during the following weeks: 

Research Project #1: January 28th 

Research Project #2: February 11th 

Research Project #3: February 25th 

Research Project #4: March 31st 

Research Project #5: April 14th 

Peer Evaluation: At the end of the semester you will appraise your fellow group members’ performance in the group. The cumulative appraisal will be taken into account when we determine your final grade. If problems arise in your group, I encourage you to come talk to me as soon as possible.  

Class Expectations 

· Please respect me and your fellow classmates. We will be discussing sensitive and sometimes divisive topics and at times disagreement may arise. I expect students to remain civil and to work together to create an open and comfortable environment for everyone. I will not tolerate any insensitive or offensive remarks or behavior. Students who do not meet this expectation will be asked to leave the classroom. 

· Please arrive to class on time and prepared. If you arrive late to class, you will not be able to turn in your assignment. Bring your books/articles as well as your notes from lecture to recitation each week. 

· You are responsible for all material covered in recitation. If you miss class, you are responsible for getting assignments and notes from a classmate. 

· Cell phones must be turned off during the class period unless I have given you permission to have them in vibrate mode.

· Please do not pack your things or leave before class had ended. 

· Because we will spend the majority of our time in group discussions, laptops will not be allowed in recitation unless you have received prior approval from me.
