This recitation syllabus is a supplement to the course syllabus.  You are expected to have read and be familiar with both the course syllabus and the recitation syllabus.  Please refer to the course syllabus for specific details about required texts, assignments and grading.

Description

The purpose of recitation is to review and discuss the reading assignments for the week in order to understand their relevance to Dr. Sue’s lectures as well as your lives in and out of school.  Your job is to complete the reading assignments for the current week as they are assigned on the course syllabus before recitation and show up to class prepared to engage.  We will be using a variety of different applications to process the material in recitation, including, but not limited to, small group discussion, short writing exercises and presentation of current events.

Participation

Recitation is worth 10% of your grade for the class.  In order to succeed in this class, your participation at recitation is necessary.  Any and all material discussed in recitation may be found on exams.  Your grade will be based on your involvement in class discussions and short writing assignments.  

Assignments

After completing each week's readings, you will need to prepare a typed memo consisting of a short, critical commentary (one paragraph) on that week's readings which is NOT a summary. Please mention [1] the main point or argument of each piece; [2] do you agree with the argument (why or why not?); [3] TWO questions that you would like to go over in class that are based on the readings. I will require you to hand in your memos at the end of class, but you will get to use them as a reference during class discussion.  The memos will not be returned so if there are questions you had that did not get answered in class, it is your responsibility to either bring them up in the next section or to talk to me during my office hours. No late memos will be accepted.  

Guidelines for Classroom Discussion

Discussing topics that revolve around race and ethnicity can often be emotional.  It is important that we honor each other’s feelings, thoughts and ideas by being respectful, being good listeners as well as thoughtful speakers, by allowing for disagreement and by acknowledging our different life experiences through sharing and self-reflection.  I expect all of the students in this course to treat each other with these thoughts in mind.  Uncivil behavior will not be tolerated.
