Sociology 4024 is an overview of American delinquency. Topics to be discussed include (but not limited to) the history of delinquency, measurement of delinquency, theories of delinquency, and strategies for preventing delinquency.

Tests (400 points). There will be 4 multiple choice tests, worth 50 points each, covering material presented in class and the assigned readings. (Total = 200 points). 

The final exam will be cumulative and is worth 200. The Final Exam will cover all material presented in class (e.g., lectures, videos, handouts, guest speakers, etc.) and reading assignments.
